Motor Information

Please fully charge motor before first use

When a motor has no limits set it will operate in jog mode. Once the blinds top and bottom limits are set this will change to a continuous operation
between limit positions

This motor range is for indoor use only, do not use outdoors or in humid environments.

Each motor in this motor range has a built-in rechargeable Li-ion battery pack with integrated charging management. Max input voltage : 5V/2A.
An LED on the motor head will flash 8 times at the start of operation when the battery is running low.

Each motor can be paired with a maximum of 10 controllers

Do not operate a motor when it is being charged

A motors upper and lower limits cannot be set at the same position.

Limits are saved even if the motor runs out of battery or is powered off. Removing any or all remotes does not remove set limits.

The motor can run for a maximum of & minutes continuously.

During the setup/programming stage the motor will jog in operation, please do not proceed to
When programming the motor, the operator has a 10 second window to complete each stage.

- Press and hold the MHB for 2 seconds. The blind will jog and flash orange.
Press the PROG button on the remote and the blind will jog. Remoted is USBC Charge Port
added/removed.

Direction Reverse
* Hold the MHB for 10 seconds. The motor will jog and flash orange three
times. The direction has been reversed.

Reset —
- Hold the MHB for 16 seconds. The motor will jog and flash orange four - -
times. All settings are deleted.

Power Source & Charging Options

Attatching the Solar Panel
* Make sure the motor has enough charge to operate the blind.

- Attach the solar panel to the charge port on the motor.
- Place / fix the solar panel so that it is facing direct sunlight.

Built in Lithium Battery Supply
* Recharge using USBC cable provided.

- Charge time is between 6 - 8 Hours.

- A full charge will last up to 6 months. For the health of the
battery we recommend charging at least once every 6 months.
